STUDY OBJECTIVES

The main goal of the doctoral program is to deepen the acquired economic
knowledge, in particular in the field of monetary circulation, finance, credit and
banking. In parallel, the doctoral program will enable its graduates to present
themselves as highly qualified personnel in the field of financial and banking
practice management.

The specific tasks for the implementation of the main goal of the doctoral
program in "Finance and Banking" in the professional direction 3.8. Economics
relate to:

» scientific training of specialists who can carry out in-depth theoretical and
practical-applied research in the chosen field of economic science in Bulgaria;

» offering substantiated solutions to problems of financial science and banking as
an important field in the Bulgarian economy;
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* training of personnel who have outstanding qualities and a tendency to
participate in the educational process and scientific research in higher education
and are capable of carrying them out at a high management level;

* training of personnel who are ready to implement modern management
processes in the economy, having the innovative thinking of modern researchers
in the field of finance and banking.

STUDY METHODOLOGY

The process of preparation and training in the PhDI degree is related to one of the
main priorities of UARD - continuous deepening of the acquired knowledge of
higher education graduates in order to provide highly qualified personnel in the
field of economics, who will meet the needs of such specialists in the conditions
of a market economy. In this regard, the management of UARD follows the
established models of the most modern forms of training of doctoral students.
The preparation of doctoral students in the conditions of the academic
environment is realized through the opportunities for training in lecture courses
in mandatory disciplines and consultations in the elective discipline. It relies on
the support and methodological assistance of the teaching staff of the higher
school in the preparation of scientific publications, educational events and other
activities related to the successful process of training in the doctoral degree.

A number of modern methods will also be applied to the preparation of doctoral
students.

from communicating with researchers from other countries.

EVALUATION PROCEDURES
AND CRITERIA

Described in the curricula of the doctoral disciplines.

Readiness to defend the dissertation is assessed after discussion in the training
department at a special meeting, at which two reviewers make reviews, and the
members of the department pronounce on the achieved level of research in the

doctoral dissertation.

LINK TO LABOR MARKET
NEEDS

In the training of doctoral students, the opinion of institutions that are directly
related to the problems of finance, tax policy, banking and financial markets is
sought in order to update the topics that are included in the curricula of the
disciplines taught in the doctoral student curriculum. Direct contact is made with
representatives of financial and banking practice when discussing the doctoral
students' developments. Consultations with prominent specialists from business
and senior financial management are organized for them.

LEARNING OUTCOMES

The doctoral program in "Finance and Banking" is aimed at acquiring highly
specialized knowledge in the field of finance and banking. The topic of doctoral
dissertations is aimed at developing specific problems in the financial and
banking reality.

The results of the training provide that doctoral students will develop certain
qualities of researchers and acquire specific skills such as:

» ability to develop new and develop existing theoretical models;

+ ability to discover and accurately define unsolved scientific and practical
problems or issues;

 independently, systematically and critically conduct scientific and applied
research;

* depth of knowledge in the field of specialized literature and practical
achievements within the framework of their chosen topic;

* mastery of the methodology and tools for scientific and practical research and
their application for conducting scientific research;

* ability to work in a research team;

* ability to work in a multicultural scientific environment.
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Achieving results is embedded in the structure of the doctoral program
curriculum and the curricula for the doctoral exams provided for therein.

Knowledge

Doctoral students in finance and banking should possess more in-depth and
specialized knowledge in:

Fundamentals of finance, public and corporate finance, international finance,
central and commercial banking, investments and financial markets, financial and
banking analysis, bank marketing, bank risk management, practical bank
management, capital budgeting, stock exchanges, bank transactions, budget
policy, tax and customs policy, investment portfolio management, etc.
Additional language training is provided according to the form of training.
Through training in scientific research methodology, a modern profile of a
doctoral student-researcher is formed.

The acquired knowledge is a prerequisite for the formation of scientific thinking
and the conduct of scientific research of a fundamental and practical-applied
nature.

Skills

The doctoral student in finance must generally possess the following skills:

* to know the banking market and be able to manage assets and liabilities in a
credit institution. To be well-versed in banking operations and services and be
able to work in the front and back office of a bank;

* to be able to analyze the overall financial and economic activity of the company
and apply modern methods for its management;

* to be able to make investment decisions in the field of financial markets and
stock exchange trading;

* to know and apply methods for managing banking, market and financial risk in
companies and banks;

* to master methods and tools that allow for rapid decision-making in a
competitive environment, applying innovation and creativity.

Competences

The doctoral student must possess basic /key/ and specific /differentiated/
competencies.

Basic competencies concern his ability to apply in practice the acquired
knowledge and skills in the field of economics in general and in the financial and
banking sphere in particular.

Specific competencies refer to more specific, differentiated activities for the
banking and financial sphere that can be carried out in practice. The specific
competencies in the doctoral program build on those acquired in the bachelor's
and master's degrees and are supported by the professional skills and
competencies of the doctoral students. Specifically, they:

* acquire analytical skills for interpreting financial legislation and managerial
economic processes in the field of finance and banking;

* are able to analyze cash flows and manage company and banking activities;
 carry out diversification of investments and manage various portfolios of
securities;

* are able to carry out investment analyses and consultations and trade on the
stock exchange;

» work in the field of state and municipal budgets and solve complex cases related
to budgeting of funds;

* propose new methods for managing tax and customs policy;

» use various methods and mechanisms for managing banking and financial risk;
» forecast and manage state and municipal debt;

* analyze the financial condition of companies and individuals;

* compile and optimize the balance sheets of banks, companies and other
institutions;

* know the banking environment and are able to carry out activities in the field
of strategic and operational banking marketing and management, etc.
